Paul Madden took up his appointment as British Ambassador to
Japan in January 2017. He was previously British High
Commissioner to Australia 2011-15, and to Singapore 2007-11.
He has also served in Washington (1996-2000) and as Deputy
High Commissioner in Singapore (2000-03). He was the FCO’s
Additional Director for Asia Pacific (2015); a Managing Director
at UK Trade & Investment (2005-7) and the FCO’s Assistant
Director of Information (2003-5). He has an MA in Economic
Geography from Cambridge, an MBA from Durham, studied
Japanese at London University’s School of Oriental and African
Studies, and is a Fellow of the Royal Geographical Society. His
book “Raffles: Lessons in Business Leadership” was published
in 2003, and his first play “Alternate Serve” was performed in
Sydney in 2015.
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
